Book:  Papa’s Mark   by:  Gwendolyn Battle-Lavert
Book Introduction:  Soon after the end of the Civil War and slavery the 15th Amendment was adopted, this protected the rights of black men to vote.  Our book today is a work of historical fiction that will help us understand why certain struggles remained for African American men after the Amendment was adopted.

d. Simms guided his Papa’s hand across the paper.

Test Strategy:  Some items may ask us for two things, if so, our answer must include both.  (The test question ask for an emotion connected to an action.  Choice D has the right action, but not the right emotion.)

	Read “Daylight crept…” to the end of “Samuel T. Blow…” 
What has the writer done to tell us about the character Mr. Jones, the storekeeper? 
After accepting student responses help them get to the big idea.  (Mr. Jones – indirect characterization – example – liberal, sees all people as equals, encouraging many AA to vote.)

	Read “Thank you kindly Mr. Jones…” to the end of  “That night the men huddled…” 
This idea of having posters seems to keep coming up in our story. Because many of these former slaves probably did not read or write, why might this be so important?

	Listen for ways the writer uses the act of Papa learning to write to tell us a lot about his character.  Listen carefully so you will be able to provide examples from the text during our discussion.

(Examples - Persevering – Doesn’t give up, Invested in learning - he is willing to stay up lat at night to work on this, Pride – if he is going to be a voter - he is going to write his name, etc.)

	Read “Soon election day…” to the end of “The night before the election…” 
Here the writer must make a decision.  Either the men will refuse to go, the men go-but be to afraid to actually vote, or the men will go and vote.  
What do you think the writer chose to do and why would the author choose your choice?

Did having Simms agree to go with Papa influence your answer?  Why or why not?

	Read “Morning came…” to the end of “I’m Samuel T. Blow…” 
What fears did Mr. Jones have to overcome to be a leader along with Papa in taking the group to vote?

Who do you see as the bravest character in our story - Mr. Jones, Papa, Simms, or Papa’s friends who were frightened at first?  
Be sure to discuss the reasons for your thinking.
