	Read “Late one night…” 
What do you think the author has done well with this introduction?  Turn and Talk
(Example: has us asking questions, the author is making us wait, etc.)

	Read “After several hours…” to the end of “A few days later…” 
Finally the writer identifies the story problem.  From what you know in social studies this year and in years pass - why would the Indians feel having white settlers arrive be a problem?
Turn and Talk
	5-1.1 Analyze literary texts to draw conclusions and make inferences.
	

	Read “One day several white men…” to the end of “The coming of spring…” 
Thomas Locker is using two Indians, Running Deer and Gray Wolf, to represent all Indians who lived in this area.  
What details does Thomas Locker use to help us identify their character traits?
Keep in mind he is describing the whole Indian population. 
Discuss

(Examples:  They know how to snare flocks of birds – skillful, Good stewards of the land to eat and have clothing, etc.)

	Read “One afternoon while checking…” to the end of “Running Deer race back…” 
What is causing the Native Americans to be so concerned about these white settlers?
(Example:  protecting land, food supply, whites do not have respect for land they come and they cut, ignore the Indians attempts to get them off their land – no consideration for Indians who had already settled on the land, whites are materialistic – acquire just to acquire, etc.)

Do you think the light in the illustration matches the events occurring in the text? What events in the text caused the illustrator to use dark clouds/ less light on page “More and more white…”

	Read the following passage:  

“Year after the farmers sowed their crops in the valley until the rocky soil was used up and could not longer produce healthy plants.  They began to move away from the valley, going west or moving into distant cities.  Sometime their barns rotted and fell in, and small tress grew up in the abandoned pastures between the crumbling stone walls.”
What is probably the worst effect of the white settlers living in the valley?

a. They misused the land until it was no good for any person.
b. They sowed crops more than one year. 

c. They didn’t like the land and moved away.

d. There barns fell in and the valley became unattractive.

Test Strategy:  Don’t pick an answer that is a detail from the story, but does not completely answer the test question.  A word like worst implies that two or more answer choices will seem possible.

	Read “Year after year…” to the end of “Today, the land of….”  
What might have caused Running Deer’s people to come back and reclaim the land?  Do you think they will return in ten to fifteen years?  
(Be sure students understand that the land does not have much to offer at present, but the Indians have been off this land for a long time and there is a possibility that going back to live as they did before might not be attractive to them.)

	As you think about the whole story, does the author seem to have more sympathy for the white settlers or for the Native Americans?  Give examples from the text to support your answer.  Turn and Talk
