	Reading some informational books can be tricky because different things of importance are happening at the same time in different places.  When we begin reading the Japanese and the Americans are out at sea.  
Listen to see if you can decide why it was important to the author for the account to begin here.

Read Pages 19 - 22.  Stop after reading “…before and after dawn on December 7.”
Discuss (Teacher may need to help students understand the flags in the illustrations help distinguish American soldiers from the Japanese.)
Another important thing the author has told us is the time and the date.  Why would he include that detail?

	Read Pages 22 - 28 Stop after reading “…and dive bombers struck.”
From what I just read are we seeing any additional importance about the time of day this occurred?  (Example: Nobody is even up because it is so early in the morning, no planes are in the sky, ships are still port, etc.)
Does it add to your thinking to know December 7th was a Sunday?

Why do you think the author chose to include the time of day two more times?  (Reread those two sentences.)  (Example: Things happen so fast, no time to react, etc.)
The main idea here is America is under attack.  
Turn and talk about the three strongest details that illustrate this main idea.

	As I read the account of the actual bombing you will hear the names of all eight American battle ships in the harbor.  All of these ships were named after states.

Listen to the details of the attack and decide what hurt America the most.

	When we stopped reading yesterday we learned about the damage of the first wave of attacks that began at 8:25 am the writer will continue to tell us about the time.  Listen to see why he has included this once again.

Discuss

(Possible Response:  The author has done all of this to show us that we wasted an hour that could have prevented the crippling of our battleships and destruction of planes.  All of this was destroyed within only a two hour period.)

Our American Admiral makes an interesting comment on page 34.  Why would he say “to bad it didn’t kill me”?
