Book: Through My Eyes
By:   Ruby Bridges
Book Introduction:    Today’s book Through My Eyes is a very interesting book that is an autobiography, but it also uses many sources of information that help support the remembrance of what it was like, Ruby Bridges to be the first African American students to enter a former all white school in 1960.
(Teachers might consider using Toni Morrison’s Remember as an IRA prior to using Through My Eyes.  Morrison’s book has a nice text feature - photo notes - starting on page 74.)
