Book Introduction:    Sometimes writers write about famous people and some biographies can be told a lot like a story. As I read the next 4 pages think about why Nikki Grimes chose these events to teach us about President Obama’s characteristics.

Return to each page and discuss Grimes choice of events.  Students must provide evidence for their thinking. (Chart)
