It seems the children won’t obey any of the classroom rules.  Why do we need rules in our classroom?

	Continue reading the last line on page “The next morning…” to the end of “A woman in an ugly black dress…”

	Read “They could see…” and to the end of “we’ll have no story…”  
Did the writer use any of our ideas?  What new ideas did he have?

The children really seem to be missing Miss Nelson.  Let’s listen to some of their predictions as to what might have happened to her.
	

	Read “The kids in Room 207…” to the end of “At home Miss Nelson…” 
Pause to see if anyone comments.  If not, help the students uncover the secret through the clues and the words in the illustration.

Day 2 Questions:
