Book:  Apple Pie 4th of July       by Janet S. Wong
Book Introduction:  In our story today, a Chinese family has moved to a big city in America.  They sell delicious Chinese food in their store, and selling the food they cook is the main way they make a living. But today is the 4th of July, and the little girl is worried that no one will want to buy their food.

	What are some ways Americans celebrate the 4th of July?  Turn and Talk 
(Teacher listens for examples that are typical to have students share out during discussion.  Example – wearing red, white, and blue, fireworks, picnics, BBQ, etc.  If the students do not say red, white, and blue the teacher needs to embed in discussion.)
	

	Well, let’s see what it is like in this city.  
Read “Seven days a week…” to the end of page “…chow mien in our kitchen…” 
If you were planning to have people over on the 4th of July would you want to have Chinese food or something different?  Turn and Talk.
	1-3.20 Use pictures and words to construct meaning.

	Read “I hear the parade…” to the end of “BOOM, BOOM…” 
Earlier the little girl heard the parade when it was far away.  Let’s look back.  
Look the BOOM, BOOM, BOOM is much smaller to show the parade is faraway.  
What might the parade have sounded like on this page?  Now let’s look at the BOOM, BOOM, BOOM when the parade is getting close.  
How might the BOOM, BOOM, BOOM sound this time?  (Have students make the boom, boom, boom noise for each page.)
	1-1.4 Find an example of sound devices in text read aloud.

1-2.5  Understand that headings, subheadings, and print styles (for example, italics, bold, larger type) provide information to the reader.



	Now it is almost lunch time.  Listen as I read to see if the people are buying the Chinese food.  
Read “Noon and customers…” to the end of “Four o’clock and the noodles…”  (Pause as you read each sentence for students to respond.)  
	

	Let’s keep reading to see what the family does.  
Read “So I straightened…” to the end of “…and three more people…” 
We said earlier that the people who buy things help store owners earn a living.  
Does this family help the customers in anyway?  (Get at the idea of interdependence of seller and consumer.)  Discuss.

	Read “…more and more…” to the end of “…and eat our apple pie.”  
Does America seem to be a good place for this little girl and her family to live?  
Turn and Talk – Give reasons for your answer.

Day 2 Questions:
	As reread our story Apple Pie 4th of July we will look for symbols that represent our country.  Reread the book.  As students recognize symbols such as the parade, flag hanging in the street, buying matches for fireworks, etc.  When you reach page “…and three more people…” I’m noticing the little girl is wearing read, white, and blue, but I am wondering why her parents might not be wearing those colors.  Discuss.
	1-6.2 Use print sources of information (…pictures...) and nonprint sources to access information.

	On the page “where we sit…” students can make the sounds and/or perform the firework show.

	I’m wondering about this apple pie.  Mother was to busy making Chinese food to make it.  
(If a student has already commented on the lady bringing the pie to the store, omit the next sentence.)  Lets look back to see where they got it.   
Does it seem that America is going to be a good place for this family to live?
