	Now, we are going to learn some important information about how the real elections work.  Listen carefully as I read the next pages.  
Read “The teachers put the names…” to the end of “I’m Texas! said Anthony…” 
We learned:

· All of the different states have some votes

· Different states have a different number of votes – (You will want to tell children how many electoral votes SC has.)  
· The President has to have a certain number of votes to win.   
	1-1.7 Use relevant details in summarizing stories read aloud.

	Listen as I read this next part.  Think about who you would choose for President.  
Read “Grace came up with…” to the end of “Even before the election…”  
Turn and Talk – Students provide reasons for their thinking.
Let’s think about some of the answers we heard.  
What could cause some people to vote for Thomas?  What would cause others to vote for Grace?

Return to charted list of reasons we might vote for a candidate.
