Well the homes in the city aren’t like the homes in the country.  Turn and talk with your neighbor about any differences you noticed.

	Read 12 – 15.  
If you were moving away from Greenwood, which home, that we have read about so far, would you like to move to? Turn and Talk.

	Read 16 – 19.  
Why wouldn’t these homes (point to page 19) work here (point to page 17)?  (A home must match its environment.) Discuss.

	We are going to look back at the homes we read about today.  Let’s see if there are any homes that look like our homes in Greenwood.  (Turn through city home, country home, mountain home, etc.)  On each page look for any similarity to our homes in Greenwood.  (Example – Mountain home has windows and wood to burn in a fireplace.) Discuss.

	We will go back to pages 4 and 5 where the author gave us just a little bit of information about the topic of the book – this is called a summary.  I will be stopping in several places to give you the opportunity to share details from the story.  
Reread the following sentences from pages 4 and 5 and pause after each sentence to allow students the opportunity to contribute their details.  
· Some houses are big.
· Some teeter high up on stilts.
· Houses can be built of wood, mud, or snow.

· Inside our homes we are sheltered from snow and sun.

· Homes are different all over the world.

(Any relevant connection from the book should be accepted.)  Discuss.
