	Read “During the last half…” to the end of “But at times deep snow…” 
What would you think about living in this town?  Turn and Talk – Give reasons for your thinking.
	

	Read “The roads are plowed…” to the end of “Fresh snow is a joy…”  
How is the environment going to help this town earn a living?  Discuss.

	Read “In the cool spring air…” to the end of “New companies now mine…” 

Would people who visit Greenwood or do business in Greenwood spend money here?  Turn and Talk
(Help students understand how non-residents can help support a local economy.)

Who might have been more interested in taking care of natural resources - the miners from the old days or the new companies who mine now?  

(Teacher will need to offer high support for this discussion.)

Students can compare their own 4th of July experiences or the story 4th of July Apple Pie with the “mountain town” 4th of July activities.

(Teacher could refer back to Ox Cart Man for its circular structure.)
