Determine Important Details 

(works well with compare and contrast)

Rating the Facts
· Read a page of a non-fiction read aloud or shared reading text and stop after a fact and ask students if the fact is a duh (yellow), ok (blue), or wow (red).
· If students mark everything as red then set limits. For example if there are 16 sentences then tell students to mark a certain number of facts yellow, a certain amount of facts blue, and a certain amount of facts red.

Extension of Sequencing Activity (see previous notes)

· When asking students to write down something they remember or like about the story, accept all answers even if they are not important to the story.

Ex: Rainbow fish looks pretty. Rainbow fish was swimming.

· Fiction text: When the story is complete, go through each card and rate it a duh or wow.

· Non-fiction text: Rate the facts as duh, ok, or wow.

Ex: Elephants are big. (Duh) Elephants have tusks and toes. (Ok) Elephants have to walk 30 miles a day. (Wow)
