Fact and Opinion
· After reading an informational text about a historical figure, distribute facts and opinions that you have written on tagboard. Students work with a partner to determine whether the statement is a fact or an opinion. Make sure the opinions begin with stems such as “I like, I feel, I think, I believe…”As each team reads their statement to the class, they should share why the statement is a fact or an opinion. 
· Read an informational big book and ask students to identify facts and opinions.  Use different colors of highlighting tape or wikki sticks to mark the statements in the text.

	Summarize
· During a read aloud, stop after each page and ask students to summarize the important information by completing a Who-What statement.  Who was the most important character on that page and what did he or she do?

· After a read aloud, chart two key words from the beginning, the middle and the end of the story.  Have students help you use these six words to summarize the story. Then use this framework, In the beginning of the story…in the middle of the story…at the end of the story…For example in the story Peter’s Chair by Ezra Jack Keats our key words could be B-baby, furniture (cradle, high chair, chair) M- run, away E-big, paint. In the beginning of the story Peter had a new baby sister who was getting all his furniture and he did not like it. In the middle of the story he decided to run away from home. At the end of the story he discovered that he was too big for his old furniture and that he wanted to help his father paint the furniture for his new baby sister.

	Cause and Effect
· During an interactive read aloud, use a two -column chart labeled “Cause – Effect.”  Stop periodically and list an event that occurred. These are the effects.  Then ask “What caused…” questions for the events and list these statements under cause.

· After an interactive read aloud, ask students to give you important events that occurred in the story. Write these events on sentence strips and distribute them to the students.  Students then work in pairs or small groups to identify the “cause” of the event.
