Book:  Firefighters A to Z       by Chris L. Demarest
Book Introduction:    The author of our book today had to work very hard to help us learn about firefighters.  He has made this book an ABC book using a poem that tells us in order what happens from the time the fire alarm rings to the time the firemen are back at the firehouse after putting out a fire.  
*Teachers should have read the author’s note prior to reading the book to the students so that he/she can share information as they read.

	What questions do you have about the work of a fire fighter?

	Read “A is for alarm…” to the end of “I is for inside…” 
I didn’t know what a primary search meant so I looked in the back of the book at the author’s note.  Point to 3rd paragraph.  Let me tell you what I learned. (Tell relevant details.)

	Read “J is for jump…” to the end of “M is for mask…” 
Firemen seem to have a lot of things that they take to put out a fire.  I am noticing this K-tool, a ladder, and a mask.  Which do you think will help the firemen the most?   Turn and Talk

	Read “N is for nozzle…” to the end of “S is for sounding...”

 I didn’t know what sounding meant so I had to go back to the authors note again. (2nd Page 4th Paragraph)  Let me tell you what I learned – Use illustration as you paraphrase.

	Read “T is for teamwork…” to the end of “Z is for zip…”
