Book Introduction:  In our book today we are going to see how a map can show us the places different animals see as they move around during the day.

	Read page 4 to 7.  
Does it look as if this eagle sees things man has made or just things from nature?  Discuss.

	Read page 8 to 11. 
How is this map different from eagles map and how is it the same?  (Teacher circulates listening for conversations about some man-made things – Especially how man has worked on the land to make a garden.)

	Read page 12 to 15.  
Every map is looking different to me.  Turn and talk about any differences you noticed.  Discuss 
Which animal might travel the most during his day? (Accept any answer that children can justify in an age appropriate way.)

	I’m noticing that the writer of this book isn’t having eagle, rabbit, or crow talk about their journey.  It is like the writer is having someone that we can’t see look at and tell us about these animals as they travel.

	(Teacher may choose to omit pages 16 to 23 by saying - “A lot of other animals traveled during the day. Let’s read to see what happens at night.”)

Read page 24 and 29.  
You know the moon shines on everything.  Turn and talk about how the moon could shine on places you visit in Greenwood.  (You know we could put all of those places on a map if you wanted to make a map of the community.)

	Read / Examine pages 30 to 31.

(Use math concept words to discuss things that are near, beside, far away, etc.  
Examples - The tree is near the mountains. The tractor is beside the farm house. The lighthouse is far away from rabbit’s house; etc.).
