Book:  One Little, Two Little, Three Little Pilgrims       by B.G. Hennessy
Book Introduction:  Boys and girls we’re going to learn a lot today about the people who celebrated the first Thanksgiving.  One group of people we will read about is the Pilgrims.  They are the ones who came to our country.  They had to learn how to live here because they were use to living in the city of another country.  Another group of people we will read about is the Native Americans who had lived here for a long time.  We are going to learn about one group of Native Americans known as Wampanoag.

Read “Digging for clams…” to the end of “Gathering nuts…” 

What did you notice about how they got their food?

Turn and Talk

	Read “Thanks” portion of the author’s note.
Did they really give thanks?

Yes, they did. A prayer of thanks to God was a routine part of Pilgrim life, and the Wampanoag had five traditional thanksgiving festivals every year.

Wow!  The reason they named the holiday Thanksgiving is because the two groups we read about, the Pilgrims and Wampanoag, were so thankful for their food, for their new friendships, and for being able to live in this country. You know we could add our own thanks to this holiday.  

What are you thankful for?  

Turn and Talk / Discuss  

(Below is optional information based on author’s note)

In fact, President Lincoln was the one who said that everybody across our nation should have a day to think about being thankful.

	Retell in your own words the note from the illustrator.  
After retell - Wow!  This illustrator had to learn a lot to draw her pictures so that she could show us the stuff the Pilgrims and Wampanoags really had and used.
