Book:  William’s House       by Ginger Howard
Book Introduction:      In our book today, we are going to learn how some of the early settlers lived.  (Show title page.) The father, William, has just brought his family across the sea from a country called England.  The first thing they must do, now that they have arrived in America, is build a house.  William really misses his home in England and wants to make his new house just like the one he grew up in.
Questions: 
	Read “William new just the kind…” to the end of “As soon as it was dark…” 
What have we learned about William’s house back in England?  Discuss
How is their life different from the life we have no in America?  Turn and Talk (Teacher can assist students in making the comparison back to William’s family as they talk. Example: Student says “I have a bed” Teacher extends with - How is that different with Williams family?)
	K-1.7 Use relevant details in summarizing stories read aloud.
K-1.1 Compare the daily lives of children and their families in the United States in the past with the daily lives of children and their families today.

	Now the problems start.  Over the next few pages something will go wrong.  Every time William’s wife says something must be done.  Listen to see what you think the biggest problem is.  
Read “The days grew longer…” to the end of “In January…” What was the biggest problem?  Turn and Talk
	K-1.5 Generate a retelling that identifies the characters and the setting in a story and relates the important events in sequential order.

	Read “One day the sun…” to the end of “Cousin Samuel...” Reread the last sentence “The house did not look like his father’s house in England.”  
Wait!  I thought he wanted to build a house just like his father’s house in England.  What has made his house different? 
Discuss (May need to refer back to pages where problems occurred.)

	Read “William looked at his wife…” to the end of “They all went inside…” 
How do you think William and his family feel about living in America now?  
	K-1.2 Use pictures and words to make predictions regarding a story read aloud.

	How would you feel about going back in time to live with them?  Give reasons for your answer.
