Book:  Martin’s Big Words       by Doreen Rappaport
Book Introduction:    Today boys and girls we are going to read a special kind of book called a biography.  A biography is a story about a real person’s life.  Our biography today will teach us about Martin Luther King and what he did to help African Americans have a good life.
(Begin to omit Kings actual words beginning on the third page.  This will be used as part of the day two read.)

Day 1 Questions:

	Correlation to Standard

	Let’s read to learn what Martin’s life was like when he was a little boy.  Read “Everywhere in Martin’s life…” to the end of “In church Martin…”  
How does Martin’s life seem different from our life today?  Are there any parts that seem to be the same?

	Read “Martin grew up…” to the end of “He said together…” 
Martin Luther King sounds like a good man, a man we would like to know.  What did the writer say to make us think that? 
Turn and Talk
	K-1.1 Summarize the main idea and details from literary texts read aloud.


	Now listen as I read about a very important time in American history.  It is called the Civil Rights Movement.  Listen to learn what happened during those days.  
Read “In 1955…” to the end of “For 381 days…” 
What important things did you learn about the Civil Rights Movement?  

(Discuss) 
I am glad that Martin Luther King was there to help.
	K-1.1 Summarize the main idea and details from literary texts read aloud.



	Martin had more work to do. African Americans still had to go to separate schools, restaurants, and churches.  Listen for how he helped change all that.  
Read “In the next ten years…”
(*Teacher may omit pages “They were jailed…” to the end of “Many white Southerners…”)
to the end of “Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., cared…”  
What was Martin Luther King like on the inside? (Brave, Strong, Leader, Caring)  What things did Martin Luther King do to make you think this?  Do you know anyone in your life that’s like that? 

(Discuss)
	K-3.2 – Illustrate the significant actions of important American figures, including George Washington, Abraham Lincoln, and Martin Luther King, Jr.
K-2.2 Analyze texts during classroom discussions to make inferences.

	And then something happened when Martin went to help more people.  
Read “Martin went everywhere…” to the end of “His big words are alive…” 
Tomorrow we are going to listen to some of those big words that Martin Luther King, Jr. used in some of his speeches.
	


Day 2
	Go back through the book, but read only the big words.  Pause for students’ comments and wonderings.  
Boys and girls we are going to think about the big words on the last page.  The teacher picks three of these.  We’re going to see how these words go with a big idea or the main idea of Martin Luther King.
