(Both have the same birthday, he has counted the pictures in the hallway, thinks about him on President’s Day, proud he looks like Lincoln)

	Read “Sometimes I have big clumsy hands…” to the end of “Big hands and a big heart…”  

What has caused the boy to not feel bad when his friends laughed at him?  Turn and Talk

(Help kids get at examples of the boy’s identification with Lincoln)

	Read “At recess Mrs. Giff…” to the end of “There is A. Lincoln…” 
Things weren’t easy for Lincoln growing up.  What are some of the problems he had?  
Turn and Talk
You know even with all those problems he still became President and it tells us he freed the slaves.  He is even on money.
	K-1.5  Generate a retelling that identifies the characters and the setting in a story and relates the important events in sequential order.

	Read “ I think about Lincoln when I am the line leader...” to the end of “When I do my homework…” 
What does the writer do to let us know that the boy really likes Abraham Lincoln? 
Turn and Talk
	K-1.6  Discuss how the author’s choice of words affects the meaning of the text (for example, yell rather than said).

	Read “I wasn’t born…” to the end of “So I don’t mind…” 
What has made this boy look forward to his trip to Washington?  
Discuss
I wonder if he’ll be interested in any other famous people as he grows up.  What do you think? Why?
