Book:  Amelia’s Fantastic Flight by Rose Bursik
Book Introduction:  (As you do the introduction, open the book to the double page map found at the end of the story.)  Boys and girls we have a wonderful fantasy story today about a little girl our age that builds an airplane and flies it all around the world.  I want to show you this map in the back of the book so you know what I mean.  The little girl starts out where we live in the United States of America, and then she goes to this country and then this country and this country (Trace route from US to Brazil to Kenya and so on.)  She travels until she gets all the way around Tahiti to Mexico and then back home.  The title of our book is Amelia’s Fantastic Flight.  As we go to all these places with Amelia, we’re going to try to find the things in nature that are in the different places.  We have tall trees, but not many mountains in Greenwood.  We have some rivers and lakes, but not any oceans in Greenwood. These are called natural features.

	Read “Amelia loved airplanes…” to the end of “…and her flight through France…” 

Boys and girls which of the places would be a place you would like to visit.  What would you do there?  Turn and Talk 
	K-1.1 Summarize the main idea and details from literary texts read aloud.

	On my goodness, she is going to get so cold!

Read “After freezing in Finland…” to “…she napped in Nepal.”  

I am noticing the land is looking different in most of these places.  If you were going to describe the land here in Nepal – what would you say about it? 

Prompt those who mention the bird, plane, etc. with: “I like how you are noticing a lot, but remember you must listen to the question.  We want to look at the land.”  

Mountains are a natural feature in our world.  I wonder if any other places have mountains. 

If they mention Kenya GREAT if not wait until you reach Japan.   
	K-1.1 Summarize the main idea and details from literary texts read aloud.

K-5.4 Recognize natural features of the environment, including mountains and bodies of water, through pictures, literature, and models.

	Read “She was charmed…” to “…she had a terrific time in Tahiti.”  

Boy, this place looks a lot different from Nepal – how would you describe this land?  (If children say it has a lake - refer to the back of the book and say I agree it looks a lot like a lake, but look here we can see there is a lot of water around Tahiti so that means this body of water is an ocean.)

	Read “She malfunctioned in Mexico…” to “..a bedtime story.”  

Let’s take a look at the natural features of Amelia’s home.  Turn back to the pages that show Amelia’s home environment at the beginning and end of the book. Talk about what you see.  What other places have some of these same natural features?  (Flip through illustrations to prompt students as needed.)

Day 2
	Reread Story.

Have chart prepared with the Main Idea:

Amelia flew everywhere.

Boys and girls this is the big idea or main idea.  (Read Main Idea) We could tell other people more about Amelia’s trip from what we read in the story.  What places did Amelia fly to? (Reread Main Idea.  After students talk about a place, reword what they said so that every sentence begins with “She went to…”)  
Example:  She went to Egypt. 

                 She went to a farm.  (Children won’t remember all country names – accept alternate place names.  Example – farm for France.
	K-1.1 Summarize the main idea and details from literary texts read aloud.



	(Have the word – airplane - spelled out on the board with magnetic letters.)  When we were reading Amelia’s Fantastic Flight yesterday, I noticed something really cool about the word airplane that I want to show you.  The big word airplane is actually made of two little words – air (push the letters for air to the left) and plane (push the letters for plane to the right).  Sometimes we can take two little words like air (point to air) and plane (point to plane) and put them together to make a bigger word.  (Push the two parts together and say airplane.)  When we put two little words together to make a new word we call it making a compound word.
