Book Introduction:    We are going to read a story today about a little girl who is younger than us.  She is going to start Kindergarten next year.  She is going to tell us about a lot of places she goes.  She will also tell some of the things she takes along when she goes to these places.  There is one thing that she always takes is her brown bear Barney.

	Read “When I go shopping...” to the end of “…my bike, our old dog…” 
“And…” what else is she going to take?
(Students chime in “and my brown bear Barney.”  )
	

	Read “When I go gardening…” turn page and say: Listen to what she calls these things.  
Read page “…my father, my straw hat…” and ask do you use a different word for any of these?  “And…” what else is she going to take?
If you could walk onto this page – What would you do?

Turn and Talk

	Read “When I go to the beach…” to the end of “When I go to my grandmother’s…”  
If you were writing the words on this page – How would you describe each one?  Turn and Talk  

Let’s see what the writer did.  Read “My pajamas in a suitcase…” 
(Teacher comments on the authors decisions.  Example- I just said carrots, but the author said a lot more, the author did a lot more than just saying fish, she even told who the fish was for, etc.)

And…what else?

	Read “When I go to bed…” to the end of “When I go to school…” 
When she goes to school do you think she will take Barney?  Why or why not?

What did she mean by that?  What might have caused her to put Barney in her school bag?
