Book:  The Impossible Patriotism Project by Linda Skeers
Book Introduction:  In our story today a boy named Caleb has been learning about our country just like we do in social studies.  Caleb has a problem because his teacher wants everyone to make something that is a symbol of patriotism and love of America, but Caleb can’t think of anything to make.

	Read “Caleb slumped in his chair…” to the end of “He didn’t know where…”  

In social studies we have been studying symbols!  

If you could talk to Caleb, what symbol would you suggest?  

Turn and Talk

 How could you help him get started?
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	Let’s read to see if any of the symbols you came up with are the same as Caleb and his classmates or if they have some we didn’t think of.  

Read “I’m going to make a papier-mâché…” and to the end of “What are you working on….” 

As the section is read, pause after each page and chart the symbols shared by the students as they name them. 

Help them see symbols found in the illustration as well as the text as needed.

	What are some other symbols we have studies in social studies that aren’t on our list.  Add student responses to chart. (Example – Pledge of Allegiance, American flag, American eagle.)
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	I am noticing all through the book the writer has been letting us know that this project is hard for Caleb.  

What has the author said to us that let’s us know the project is hard? 

(Walk back through earlier pages with the students and assist them in remembering as needed.)

(Examples – He walked around the room and couldn’t get started, he slouched in his chair, frowned and groaned, thinks of excuses not to come to Parent’s Night, wishes his dad was there.) 

Caleb really seems to miss his dad.  If you could walk on this page and sit beside him on his bed – What would you say to him?

Turn and Talk
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	Continue “How do I show that…” to the end of “My dad is…”
