· During interactive writing, ask students to segment and then blend a simple one-syllable word.

Alliteration 

· During a read aloud, shared reading, songs, or poetry draw attention to words that have the same sound at the beginning. 
· When adding words to the word wall, say the word slowly, have children repeat. Then have them identify the word on the word wall or alphabet chart that has the same beginning sound. It is often best to  ask does it start like __ or __. If using the ABC chart, which word/picture on this row does ___ sound like?  

Author’s choice of words

· During shared reading or read aloud select a verb (such as said or run) and discuss how another word (such as screamed or walked) would communicate a different meaning.

Adding s or ing

· After interactive writing, take a familiar word from the message and show students how to create a different form of the word by adding –s or –ing.  Avoid words that require an “e drop” or “consonant doubling.”

·  During guided reading have students use magnetic letters or white boards to add –s, or –ing to known words.
