	Create words

· It will be best by using magnetic letters rather than just orally. Most appropriate in guided reading. 
· During guided reading, have students make words by adding, deleting and changing letters in CVC words.

Summarize details

· After a read aloud, show four or five pictures that depict important events from the book. Ask students to help you sequence the pictures and summarize the important event.  (First step toward main idea)
☺Summarizing in sequence (Stead)
· Discussions should include, what is this story mostly about?

· Show enlarged text and teacher will model how the heading tells you what the passage will be about.

· Students can identify details from texts read aloud that support the heading.
