Reread “Next day Anna…” to the end of “The tailor set to work…”  Turn and Talk  

(Chart – How? /Why? /Other ?)  
We see how thinking about questions that our readers might want answered can help a writer choose what information she or he puts in their books.

Test Strategy: 

On most questions, an answer choice may give some information (Choice A & B), but would not provide the most information.  So the big strategy is - You must read all answer choices when selecting your answer to most questions.
