The Adventure Begins: Hermy the Hermit Crab
by Andrea Weathers
Book Introduction: This is a book about the life of Hermy the Crab.  The book begins when Hermy was a baby and he spends a lot of time floating around to many places located in Charleston as he waits till he is big enough to sink to bottom of the ocean.  As we read about Hermy’s travel we are going to think about the types of work that a city like Charleston would offer to people.
This book does not follow the traditional interactive read-aloud format, but because children may have been to and experienced many of the places in the book it provides them with the opportunity to share what they already know about South Carolina.  This is also a way to get them interested in learning more facts about the history of South Carolina during the third grade.
