Book: P is for Palmetto by: Carol Crane
Book Introduction:  Boys and Girls all books do not work the same way. Today I’m going to show you how this book works. (Teacher flips through showing pages A, B, C etc – not talking just showing)
Close the book and ask the students to tell what they notice. (you want them to respond that it is an abc book, small writing on each page, may talk about pictures)

	I’m noticing on the information side (left side) that it appears to be in alphabetical order. 

(Move to the right hand side.) Look at the sentence that starts with a capital A, I wonder if this has anything to do with alphabetical order? 
Let’s read the first line “A is for angel oak tree.”
Does this have anything to do with the informational side? 
Let’s flip to another page to confirm your thinking.

	Now it is my turn to share how this book will help us as we study SC. Teacher reads information for the letter B.

	Teacher turns to the Letter C. 
On most of these pages, the poem gives the central idea of the informational text on the page. Let’s see how this works. 
Teacher reads the poem and then informational text. 
The teacher and the children determine if each informational sentence goes with the main idea statement. The children may think the last sentence does support the main idea. If so, the teacher follows up with, if we had to get rid of one part (beginning, middle, end) that does not go with the main idea as closely as the others, which would that be? 
The teacher tells students, “wouldn’t it have been a shame to lose this information because it was so interesting and that is why the writer put it there.”
