Which of the following is NOT a fact?

a. Basket names are silly.

b. Some basket names match the actions of the baby.

Strategy: The test writer sometimes gives us signal words that tell us what to do.  When you see the word NOT, he is telling you to slow down. You must find the three that are facts and the one that is left over is your answer.

	Read “When the Mama Bird started making…” and to the end of “Did bad luck strike...”

Do you notice any repetition in our story? What is it?  

Let’s listen to see if it happens again in the story and see why the author has chosen to use this repeated pattern? 

(Repeated Phrase–respect to elders and do what’s right- it causes us to listen, and Muddy Waters usually does the opposite)

Test Strategy:  The test writer sometimes gives us signal words that tell us what to do. When you see the words, according to the passage, the test maker expects you to use what is in the story, not what you know from your own life. Usually one item is a wrong answer that we would choose if we were using experiences from our own life.
