Read and Retell
· Read and retell is a strategy used to improve literal retelling. 

· To begin the read and retell strategy, students should each have their own copy of the text.

· Initially, direct students to reread the text until they feel confident they can retell it. 

· Tell students to turn over the text and retell it in writing on a piece of notebook paper.

· At first, you will notice students don’t have very good retells because they don’t reread as much. 

· As you practice the strategy, eventually students will move to more rereading and better retellings. 

· This step should be completed after students have learned the deconstruct-reconstruct strategy for retelling.
